NUESTRA HISTORIA

The Mexico International Harp
Competition and Festival, founded
in 2006 by the Mexican harpist
Baltazar Juarez, has become a
worldwide benchmark and
consolidated as the most
important pedal harp event in Latin
America.

It seeks to motivate the new
generations of harpists and
encourage their artistic quality
through prizes so that they train as

classical musicians within the
demanding international
parameters.

Children and young harpists of
different nationalities are invited to
participate in four categories
divided by age and levels, to
perform a repertoire of great
technical and interpretive demand,
in front of a jury made up of
prominent personalities from the
international harp scene.

Within the framework of the
contest, a Festival is held, which
brings together a community of
harpists of different nationalities to
offer interesting bets and bring the
public closer to the knowledge of
the written repertoire for the pedal
harp and the traditional harp.

Baltazar Juarez was born in Mexico City
and began at an early age to study mexican
folk harp with his father Baltazar Juarez
Madrid, later he entered the National
Conservatory of Mexico. He completed
his studies with Susana Mildonian at the
Accademia Musicale Chigiana, Siena,
Italy; and Distinguished Professor Susann
McDonald at Indiana University,
Bloomington, IN, USA, where he obtained
his Performer Diploma and Artist Diploma.

He has the distinction of being invited to
be part of the jury at the USA International
Harp Competition, Bloomington, Indiana,
USA, 2013; and being the “Guest Artist”
for the 41st annual conference of the
American Harp Society in June 2014.

Baltazar is the Principal Harpist of the
National Symphony Orchestra of Mexico
and has performed both as a soloist and
as an orchestral musician in different
parts of the world.

His great commitment with teaching
stands out, he has trained successful
students as well as serving concurrently
as head of the Harp Departments at the
School-Orchestra Carlos Chavez, at the
UNAM Music Faculty and the Ollin Yoliztli
School of Music.

He is the Founder and Artistic Director of
the Mexico International Harp
Competition and Festival, which is a
worldwide benchmark and has
established itself as the most important
harp event in Latin America.

Baltazar Juarez nacio en la Ciudad de
México y comenzé a temprana edad a
estudiar arpa folklérica mexicana con su
padre Baltazar Juarez Madrid,
posteriormente ingresé al Conservatorio
Nacional de México. Completéd sus
estudios con las arpistas destacadas
Susana Mildonian en la Accademia
Musicale Chigiana, Siena, Italia; y con
Susann McDonald en Indiana University,
Bloomington, IN, EU; donde obtuvo su
Performer Diploma y Artist Diploma.

Es el primer mexicano en tener la
distincién de ser invitado a formar parte
del jurado en el USA International Harp
Competition, Bloomington, Indiana, EU,
2013; y ser el “Artista de Honor” para la
41° conferencia anual del American Harp
Society en junio 2014.

Baltazar es el Arpista Principal de la
Orquesta Sinfonica Nacional de México y
se ha presentado tanto como concertista
y como musico de orquesta en diferentes
partes del mundo. Imparte la catedra de
Arpa en la Facultad de Musica de la
UNAM, Orquesta-Escuela Carlos Chavez
y Escuela Vida y Movimiento Ollin Yoliztli.

Es Fundador y director Artistico del
Mexico International Harp Competition
and Festival, México que es un referente a
nivel mundial y se ha consolidado como el
evento de Arpa mas importante en
Latinoamérica.

Elzbieta Szmyt is professor of music in harp,
chair of the Harp Department, and director of
the Pre-College Harp Program at the Indiana
University Jacobs School of Music.

A native of Poland, she has made
appearances on Polish radio and television,
and performed numerous solo and chamber
recitals in Europe, Canada, Japan, and the
United States. She has been a featured
soloist with the National Philharmonic
Orchestra in Warsaw, the Cracow
Philharmonic, and the Metropolitan
Orchestra of St. Louis. She has performed
and given lectures for World Harp
Congresses in Copenhagen, Prague, and
Dublin. Her solo CD, Rhapsody, was released
on the DUX label.

In 1987, she simultaneously received two
master’s degrees, one from the Academy of
Music and another in clinical psychology from
Warsaw  University. She subsequently
received a scholarship to study with Susann
McDonald, distinguished professor of harp at
Indiana University. Upon earning her Artist
Diplomain 1991, Szmyt was appointed to the
faculty of the Jacobs School of Music.

For the last 15 years, she has regularly
conducted performing master classes and
workshops in Poland and throughout the
United States.

In 2012, Szmyt founded The Summer Harp
Academy, a week-long program designed to
develop versatile harpists. She teaches daily
master classes, workshops, ensemble
rehearsals, and private lessons along with
world-renowned pop harpist Jan Jennings.
The Summer Harp Academy is held in Lake
Junaluska, N.C., and is open to intermediate
and advanced students.

Elzbieta Szmyt es profesora de musica en
arpa, directora del Departamento y directora
del Programa Preuniversitario de Arpa en
Indiana University Jacobs School of Music.

Nacida en Polonia, ha aparecido en la radioy
la television polaca y ha realizado
numerosos recitales de solista y de camara
en Europa, Canada, Japén y los Estados
Unidos. Ha sido solista destacada con la
National  Philharmonic  Orchestra en
Varsovia, la Cracow Philharmonic, y la
Metropolitan Orchestra de St. Louis. Ha
actuado y dado conferencias para World
Harp Congresses in Copenhague, Praga, y
Dublin. Su CD de arpa sola «Rhapsody» fue
lanzado en el sello DUX.

En 1987, recibié simultdneamente dos
maestrias, una de la Academy of Music y otra
en psicologia clinica de la Warsaw
University. Posteriormente recibié una beca
para estudiar con Susann McDonald,
distinguida profesora de arpa en la
Universidad de Indiana. Al obtener su Artist
Diploma en 1991, Szmyt fue nombrada
miembro de la facultad de la Jacobs School
of Music.

Durante los ultimos 15 afos, ha impartido
regularmente clases magistrales y talleres
de interpretacion en Polonia y en todo
Estados Unidos.

En 2012, Szmyt fundé The Summer Harp
Academy que imparte clases magistrales
diarias, talleres, ensayos de conjuntos y
lecciones privadas junto con el arpista pop
de renombre mundial Jan Jennings.
